





Pulsation (Acoustical) Studies Are All the Same

.Right?

Well, no, actually. Thanks in part to how we use terminology in our industry. You may think
you're comparing apples to apples, but chances are this simply is not the case.

We have created a tip sheet explaining the differences (and they are significant) between the
two main classes of studies. You buy a study to reduce the risk of vibration problems, but what
degree of risk do you (and your customer) face?

Two classes of pulsation studies exist in the market:

1. Studies that meet the requirements of APl 618 (5th edition is the
current version)

2. Studies that loosely follow API requirements, but do NOT meet the
technical requirements.

While Beta offers services to meet either of these two classes, it is important for the packager and owner to understand
the differences. No one wants to make a bad decision, so use the tip sheet to see what in included in each case...What
you don’t know CAN hurt you. This tip sheet will help you understand what your RFQ is actually asking for and what to
say to get what you actually want.
